Levoleucovorin is dosed at one-half the usual dose of racemic d,/leucovorin
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Indication ‘ Dose

In combination with |7.5 mg (approximately 5 mg/m2) IV every 6 hours for 10 doses starting 24
methotrexate (MTX) |hours after beginning of methotrexate infusion. Dosing is based on a
methotrexate dose of 12 grams/m?2 administered by intravenous infusion over
4 hours. Continue treatment until methotrexate levels are less than 5 x 108
M (0.05 micromolar)

Reduction of toxicity |e7.5 mg (approximately 5 mg/m?2) IV every 6 hours until methotrexate levels

due to impaired are less than 5 x 108 M (0.05 micromolar).

elimination or e Monitor serum creatinine and methotrexate levels at least every 24 hours.
inadvertent overdose | Increase the dose of levoleucovorin to 50 mg/m?intravenously every 3 hours
with folic acid until the methotrexate level is less than 5 x 108 M for the following:
