e Therapy will not be used in combination with UGT1A1 inhibitors (e.g., nilotinib,
regorafenib, etc.) or inducers (e.g., phenytoin, carbamazepine, etc.); AND

e Used as single agent therapy; AND

Renewal Criteria !

Coverage can be renewed based upon the following criteria:

e Patient continues to meet universal and other indication-specific relevant criteria such as
concomitant therapy requirements (not including prerequisite therapy), performance
status, etc. identified in section III; AND

e Disease response with treatment as defined by stabilization of disease or decrease in size of
tumor or tumor spread; AND

e Absence of unacceptable toxicity from the drug. Examples of unacceptable toxicity include
the following: severe hypersensitivity, severe nausea/vomiting, severe neutropenia/febrile
neutropenia, severe diarrhea, etc.
